COVID-19 is a disease caused by a new strain of corona virus. ‘CO’ stands for corona, ‘VI’ for virus, and ‘D’ for disease. Formerly, this disease was referred to as ‘2019 novel corona virus ’or‘2019 -N CoV.
The COVID-19 virus is a new virus linked to the same family of viruses as Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS) and some types of common cold.
What are the symptoms of COVID-19?
Symptoms can include fever, cough and shortness of breath. In more severe cases, infection can cause pneumonia or breathing difficulties. More rarely, the disease can be fatal. These symptoms are similar to the flu (influenza) or the common cold, which is a lot more common than COVID-19.This is why testing, is required to confirm if someone has COVID-19.
How does COVID-19 spread?
The virus is transmitted through direct contact with respiratory droplets of an infected person (generated through  coughing and sneezing).Individual scan also be infected from and touching surfaces contaminated with the virus and touching  their face (example : eyes ,nose, mouth).The COVID-19 virus may survive on surfaces for several hours ,but simple disinfectants can kill it.
Who is most at risk?
We are learning more about how COVID-19 affects people every day. Older people, and people with chronic medical conditions, such as diabetes and heart disease, appear to be more at risk of developing severe symptoms. As this is a new virus, we are still learning about how it affects children. We know it is possible for people of any age to be infected with the virus, but so far the rare relatively few cases of COVID-19 reported among children. This is a new virus and we need to learn more about how it affects children. The virus can be fatal in cases, so far mainly among older people with pre-existing medical conditions.

What is the treatment for COVID-19?
There is no currently available vaccine for COVID-19. However, many of the symptoms can be treated and getting early care from a health care provider can make the disease less dangerous. There are several clinical trials that are being conducted to evaluate potential therapeutics for COVID-19.
How can the spread of COVID-19 be slowed down or prevented?
As with other respiratory infection like the flour the common cold, public health measures are critical to slow the spread of illnesses. Public health measures are
everyday preventive actions that include:
✓staying home when sick;
✓covering mouth and nose with flexed elbow or tissue when coughing or sneezing. Dispose of used tissue immediately;
✓washing hands often with soap and water; and
✓cleaning frequently touched surfaces and objects.
As we learn more about COVID-19 public health officials may recommend additional actions 
The above facts about covid 19 forwarded to all student groups and circulated to uba student volunteers and there by reached to adopted villages. For reaching any information during this pandemic situation to village people very difficult so for that we were collected the village people phone numbers by student volunteers and created the what’s app group for posting the valuable and true information regarding covid 19. What is COVID-19?
COVID-19 is a disease caused by a new strain of coronavirus. ‘CO’ stands for corona, ‘VI’ for virus, and ‘D’ for disease. Formerly, this disease was referred to as ‘2019 novel coronavirus’ or ‘2019-nCoV.’
The COVID-19 virus is a new virus linked to the same family of viruses as Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS) and some types of common cold.

What are the symptoms of COVID-19?
Symptoms can include fever, cough and shortness of breath. In more severe cases, infection can cause pneumonia or breathing difficulties. More rarely, the disease can be fatal. These symptoms are similar to the flu (influenza) or the common cold, which are a lot more common than COVID-19. This is why testing is required to confirm if someone has COVID-19.
How does COVID-19 spread?
The virus is transmitted through direct contact with respiratory droplets of an infected person (generated through coughing and sneezing). Individuals can also be infected from and touching surfaces contaminated with the virus and touching their face (e.g., eyes, nose, mouth). The COVID-19 virus may survive on surfaces for several hours, but simple disinfectants can kill it.
Who is most at risk?	
We are learning more about how COVID-19 affects people every day. Older people, and people with chronic medical conditions, such as diabetes and heart disease, appear to be more at risk of developing severe symptoms. As this is a new virus, we are still learning about how it affects children. We know it is possible for people of any age to be infected with the virus, but so far there are relatively few cases of COVID-19 reported among children. This is a new virus and we need to learn more about how it affects children. The virus can be fatal in rare cases, so far mainly among older people with pre-existing medical conditions.
What is the treatment for COVID-19?
There is no currently available vaccine for COVID-19. However, many of the symptoms can be treated and getting early care from a healthcare provider can make the disease less dangerous. There are several clinical trials that are being conducted to evaluate potential therapeutics for COVID-19.
How can the spread of COVID-19 be slowed down or prevented?
As with other respiratory infections like the flu or the common cold, public health measures are critical to slow the spread of illnesses. Public health measures are everyday preventive actions that include:
· staying home when sick;
· covering mouth and nose with flexed elbow or tissue when coughing or sneezing. Dispose of used tissue immediately;
· washing hands often with soap and water; and
· cleaning frequently touched surfaces and objects.

As we learn more about COVID-19 public health officials may recommend additional actions
The above facts about covid 19 forwarded to all student groups and circulated to uba student volunteers and there by reached to adopted villages. For reaching any information during this pandemic situation to village people very difficult so for that we were collected the village people phone numbers by student volunteers and created the what’s app group for posting the valuable and true information regarding covid 19. Government volunteers also done a fabulous and ferocious job in the villages by reaching the people. For the people’s health safety doctors, sanitization members for cleaning streets daily, village volunteers, police men works very hard and we really salute to that people and those people honored by our entire nation because they risked their lives.
Village volunteers and our uba volunteers continuously monitor the situation during this pandemic situation and guided in a right way for the public.
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All people were faced and facing the toughest situation in their lives during this pandemic situation because every Thing stops suddenly by that problems occurred in many ways like food, money and transport. Some people were locked at other places and their couldn’t reached so many days to their homes too after taking decision by the government and then workers reached their places safely. volunteers continuously monitor the situation about village people.	
As per uba guide lines regarding making of own sanitizer at their respected homes by calculated composition which was forwarded to uba volunteers and their respected villages and staff members of our institution.	
IIT Delhi has come up with the formula of making Hand Sanitizer as per WHO parameters. Department of Chemistry, IIT Delhi has prepared alcohol-based hand sanitizer. The formulation contains three chemicals along with Aloe Vera and the major component is isopropyl alcohol (around 75%). “Commercially available alcohol rub sanitizers containing at least 70% alcohol and are known to kill microorganisms on hands within 30 seconds to one minute after application”.
There are several recipes available on the web. We are sharing the one which IIT Delhi suggests for making this need- based solution: Here is our recipe (By Volume): (i.e. for 100 mL: 80mL Isopropyl alcohol+15mL Hydrogen peroxide (H2O2) +5 mL Aloe Vera extract)

Isopropyl alcohol (Absolute/100%): 
80%, Hydrogen Peroxide (30%): 15%,
Aloe Vera juice extract (See below): 5%
[Extract the pulp from the Aloe Vera leaves by splitting the leaf lengthwise and separate into two halves. Remove the viscous pulp with a spatula and collect it in a measured vessel. To the pulp obtained, add an equal volume of distilled water.
Run the above slurry in a blender, to homogenize. Filter (preferably Vaccum) the resultant suspension through a fine mesh cheese cloth to remove extraneous plant material to OBTAIN A CLEAR TRANSPARENT solution.]This is the Aloe Vera extract used in the above recipe.
It goes without saying that ALL glassware used MUST be detergent cleaned, rinsed with distilled water and then dried.
Mix all three components, in a specified ratio, and stir well. (We use magnetic stirrers and do batches of 5 L at a time.)We then bottle individual containers (200 mL) from a 20 L dispenser.
Ideally, this sanitizer formulation should be packaged in SPRAY bottles and not lotion dispensers.
The mist produced by spray bottles is most effective for skin coverage and also minimizes wastage of the formulation.
The following label MUST be affixed on each container.
*THIS FORMULATION IS HIGHLY FLAMMABLE.*
*DO NOT USE NEAR OPEN FLAMES.*
*NOT BE INGESTED OR CONSUMED ORALLY.*
*FOR EXTERNAL USE ONLY.
· WEARING MASK IS COMPULSORY TO EVERY ONE 
· SOCIAL DISTANCING IS A KEY FACTOR FROM AVOIDING COVID-19

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How Aarogya Setu app works and how it helps fight Covid
	Aarogya Setu is a mobile application to keep people informed of their potential risk of Covid19 infection. The Government of India launched Aarogya Setu mobile App on April 02 to protect Indian citizens from mass spread coronavirus. The app uses a Bluetooth based contact tracing mechanism. It records details of all the people you have come in contact with as you go about your routine activities. The application will alert you if any one of your contacts tests positive. Aarogya Setu app also provides the relevant and curated medical advisories pertaining to the Covid19 pandemic.
How it works?
	The Aarogya Setu App on your phone detects other devices that have the same app when they come within the Bluetooth proximity of your phone. When this happens, both the phones securely exchange a digital signature of that interaction, including time, proximity, location and duration. This data is stored on devices of all individuals. In case any person that you came in contact with in the last 14 days tests positive for coronavirus, the app calculates your risk of infection based on your proximity of interaction with that person. The app then recommends a suitable action.
